Materials Needed: (List)

1. One metric ruler per student
2. One length of butcher paper, perhaps ten feet long
Preparation Time:  As much time as it takes to gather the supplies.

Lesson time: 20 min
Content Standard(s) 2nd Grade: Investigation and Experimentation 4B: Measure length, weight, temperature, and liquid volume with appropriate tools and express those measurements in standard metric system units.

What will be learned from this activity? (Objective) 

1. Students will demonstrate their understanding of length measurement by using a ruler to measure another student’s foot.

Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation) 

Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 

1. Ask students, “Who can guess how tall I am?” Get one response from each student, and write them down on the chalkboard, if possible.

2. Look at all these answers – look at what a wide range we’ve got.  How can we tell how tall I really am?  That’s right!  We can measure my height with something called a meter stick.  That way we’ll know exactly how tall I am.
Instruction: 

1. Today we’re going to practice measuring things.  But instead of measuring height, you’re each going to work with a partner and measure your partner’s foot.

2. Choose a volunteer and measure his or her foot.  Be sure to show how to line up the bottom of the ruler with the bottom of the shoe.

Activity: (Procedure) 

1. Have students work with a partner.

2. One partner should measure the length of the other partner’s foot and record the results on the butcher paper.

3. Switch, with one partner measuring the other’s foot.

Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 

1. Okay, let’s look at our results.

2. Point out the shortest measurement and the longest.
