1. Empty water bottle (small), vinegar, baking soda, water, balloon, straw or funnel
Preparation Time:  
5 min 
Lesson time:  20 min
Content Standard(s) Reactions 
What will be learned from this activity? (Objective)
1. Students will see how two common household items will react when mixed together.  Vinegar is an acid and baking soda is a base.
Steps of the lesson: (Scientific Method of Investigation) 

Introduction: (Questions/Hypothesis): 
1. What do you think will happen when these two items are mixed together?
Activity: (Procedure) 
1. Pour about a half inch of water and a half inch of vinegar into your bottle.
2. Using the straw or funnel fill the balloon with a table spoon of baking soda.
3. Stretch the open end of the balloon over the mouth of the bottle. Do not let the baking soda fall into the bottle.

4. Once the balloon is on, hold on the bottle where you attached the balloon and lift it so the baking soda falls into the bottle and observe what happens.

5. Try it again with all vinegar and no water and see if it makes a difference.
Closure: (Conclusions/Results) 
1. Which reaction gave off the most gas and why do you think so?
